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Coming Soon: The DLA External Business Portal

This is the first in a series of communications from the Defense Logistics Agency (DLA) Information Operations (J-6) intended to bring you information and updates concerning the DLA Enterprise External Business Portal. 
DLA is preparing to implement an Enterprise External Business Portal (Portal) to provide our customers with a single point of access to the DLA Disposition Services applications and reporting. The Portal, a highly secure, web-enabled interface, will provide single sign-on capabilities once your account is authenticated via a DOD Common Access Card (CAC) or a UserID and password. The Portal eliminates the need for multiple login sessions and accounts to

access DLA Disposition Services business applications, such as those used for turning in property, participating in our sales program, bidding on contracts or searching our inventory of available property.

The Portal will go-live in January 2012. In the coming months, communications from DLA with details on the upcoming changes will appear on the DLA Disposition Services website at http://www.dispositionservices.dla.mil.  These communications will provide project status as well as the DLA Enterprise External Business Portal logon URL. In addition, instructions (called job aids) outlining how to create a DLA account, UserID and password, and Portal login steps will also be posted here before the go-live date.  
The Portal implementation is taking place in conjunction with the DLA Disposition Services Reutilization Business Integration (RBI) initiative. Once fully implemented, RBI will streamline processes and reduce the number of applications supporting DLA Disposition Services business, and improve the data quality of DLA Disposition Services systems.
