New Hazardous Item Identification Number (HIIN) Draft Proposal

GOALS:

1. Worldwide

2. Works in forward deployed areas

3. Reduce cost by reducing identification risk for contractors

4. Minimize/eliminate REAs and HIIN Changes

5. Works with new disposal profiles under development
6. Can be transitioned easily

7. Independent of unit of issue potential changes

PROPOSAL:

1. Keep what isn’t broken:  Special Services, PCBs and CGC HIINs remain unchanged and are incorporated OCONUS
2. Container categories change minimally – one character instead of two  (example:  a 9102RR flammable for fuels blending would be FCB200 - no RR needed since the FCB indicates fuels blending)
3. Suffixing still allowed in last two characters

4. Waste categories based on three digit alphameric and based on DOT/UN categories vice current RCRA and disposal methods.  High cost/large quantity streams given own HIINs.

5. Oxidizers and Reactives merged

6. DEMIL provided standardized structure

7. UW eligible ordered under same HIIN whether designated UW or not
8. Disposal profiles will identify HIIN.  Solicitation process will identify estimated quantities of large generations of disposal profiles

HIIN HIERARCHY:

1. Specifically identified (Aerosols, OBAs)

2. Oxidizer/Reactive

3. Flammable/Combustible

4. Corrosive

5. Toxic/Listed
6. DEMIL

7. State/host country/Non-Reg

Note:  New HIIN Structure is independent of any unit of issue proposal as that is a different data element in BOSS.  Works with EA as well as LB or KG.
