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Coming this March: The DLA Enterprise External Business Portal

This is the second in a series of communications from the Defense Logistics Agency (DLA) to bring you more  information about the DLA Enterprise External Business Portal (Portal).
The external web Portal provides customers with a single point of access to DLA Disposition Services applications and reports. Customers can choose from Electronic Turn-In Documents (ETID), Reutilization, Transfer, Donation (RTD) applications and reports. The external web Portal is expected to go-live March  2012.  The January 2012 date mentioned in our first communication is no longer valid.
Gaining access to ETID / RTD will be a three step process:

· Step 1: Create an account in the DLA Account Management and Provisioning System (AMPS). 

AMPS is a web-based account management system that provides system users with an automated tool for requesting user accounts and passwords for DLA systems. You will be provided with instructions, called a Job Aid, on how to create an account in AMPS. Once your AMPS account has been successfully created, you will be notified via email. 
· Step 2: Submit a role request via AMPS. After creating your AMPS account, you will need to submit a role request which specifies the ETID or RTD application, or reports you are requesting access to. You will be notified via email once your role request has been completed. 
· Step 3: Complete RTD or ETID registration. Once your role request is completed, you will be able to log into the Portal. Upon first accessing RTD or ETID within the Portal, you will be prompted to complete a required RTD/ETID registration form to complete the access request process.
In a future communication, notification to begin the AMPS, role request and registration processes and step-by-step instructions (Job Aids) will be posted on the DLA Disposition Services website at http://www.dispositionservices.dla.mil. 
Customers, however, can learn more about the AMPS process by attending a one-hour online DCO Connect training the week of Feb. 27,  2012.

The Portal implementation is taking place in conjunction with the DLA Disposition Services Reutilization Business Integration (RBI) initiative. Once fully implemented, RBI will streamline processes and improve the data quality of DLA Disposition Services systems.
