LSN Assignment Frequently Asked Questions

See below responses to the questions posed, Remember that at no time are Disposition field activities to turn away HW because the generator did not use the new LSNs, just change the LSN at time of receipt and notify the generator of the change.  Please also remember that if you have an NSN, it is always preferred over an LSN:

HAZARDOUS WASTE LSNs and DISPOSAL PROFILES

Q: If FSC could not find from LSN tables such as 8040 (adhesive), Should generator or field Disposition Services request it to Disp Svcs RBI Questions for list update?

Or could generator establish it as 8040DSADHESDS for FSC8040?

A:  Based on your inquiry, we are changing the FSC for 

DSADHESDL

DSADHESDS

to 8040.  It is not acceptable to have an LSN associated with more than one FSC in either DSS or EBS, the systems we are going to as there can only be one material master with one FSC and one unit of measure for any given LSN.

Q: Some of FSC 8030 adhesive has characteristic of ignitable and corrosive both.  These are MSDS describes PSN as Waste Flammable liquid, corrosive, n.o.s or Waste Corrosive liquid, n.o.s. Then, we cannot find appropriate LSN for these PSN. In this case, should generator or field Disposition Services inform it to your office for update the LSN tables?  

A: 

1.  If you have a HMIRS MSDS, you have a NSN associated, use it.  No profile required.

2.  If there is not a HMIRS MSDS, then provide the MSDS and/or waste profile sheets via email and we will assign a new LSN. 

Q: Corrosion Preventive Compound (CPC) is one of common HW from all generators. And it has FSC classified as 8030 and 8040. And CPC also exists non-regulated CPC and ignitable CPC (8030015450480). Could generator use 8030DSAFHESDL for non-regulated CPC and 8030DSPRVCMPF for ignitable CPC?

Note: 

A:  Use 8030015450480.  If there is not a NSN, then provide the MSDS and/or waste profile sheets via email and we will assign a new LSN or modify the existing LSNs, as needed.  Use DSPRVCMPF if there is no NSN and it is ignitable, if not ignitable, we may need to create a new LSN, provide the MSDS and/or Waste Profiles.  That is the purpose of doing this ahead of the RBI deployment - to expand the LSN lists.

Q: LSN tables have described PSN too. Which PSN should generator use for 1348-1A and HWPS what if original MSDS indicated other PSN. Could generator use original MSDS indicated PSN instead of LSN tables?

A:  If you have an HMIRS MSDS, you have an NSN, use it.  Always use the PSN and other DTID data the generator provides, the purpose of the disposal profile additional data is twofold:  1. Provide a means for receiving hazardous property when forward deployed and little, if any DTID/profile data is available, 2. Provide a means to categorize HW by how it is disposed by HW contractors in anticipation of moving to a simplified HIN structure worldwide.

Q: Could "Disposal Profile LSN Description" of LSN 9150DSWPNCLN0 include non-regulated engine oil, hydraulic fluid, solvent and paint spill cleanup by absorbents material without rags. (Generator also use spill cleanup sheet, mat, pillow or vermiculite for it)  

A:  Yes - so long as it is non-regulated.

Q: Should generator use the "Disposal Profile LSN Description" of LSN tables for item nomenclature of 1348-1A and HWPS?

A:  No - The LSNs are designed to be very general in nature, generator descriptions, especially if more specific should always be welcome.

Q: Could generator use new LSN if FSC and PSN were same but "Disposal

Profile LSN Description" of LSN tables would not much it?      

A:  Yes - It just needs to pass the common sense test of whether the waste fit the LSN description, if not, then a different or new LSN is needed.

Q:  Is there going to be the ability to edit proper shipping names with things

such as N.O.S. and hazard class entries?  Is there going to be the ability

to edit anything after a particular LSN identifier is chosen?

A:  Yes - DTID data and task order data will always be editable.  Disposal profile data will only populate fields if there is no DTID nor HWPS data to populate the receipt.  The hierarchy is:

1.  What comes across on the DTID

2.  What comes across on the HWPS

3.  What is available on the disposal profile

GenComm or ETID info will populate the receipt if available, not the disposal profile.  Disposal profile data will only populate if there is no GenComm nor ETID data, and will be editable prior to receipt.

Q:  Are the old draft Disposal Profiles listed on the DLA Disposition Services web site under the Environmental Workshop Tab still be used with RBI? 

A:  The Disposal Profiles developed in 2007 and listed on the web were draft for comment, they are now obsolete.  They were used to design the current structure, however the LSN structure had to be significantly change as a result of EBS and DSS Material Master data field requirements.

Should the disposal profiles be used right away?

A:  The new disposal profiles can be used immediately but will not be mandatory until RBI deployment - but there will be significant additional pain if they are not used, at a minimum, three months before scheduled deployment.  If they are used now, we get to fix the problems now, before full deployment.  Also, remember that nobody is forcing the generators to do anything - we will accept the waste and change the LSN prior to entering into DAISY or DSS.
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
