FREQUENTLY ASKED QUESTIONS

Q. Is there any cost for property from DLA Disposition Services?
A. No, your unit will not receive a bill from DLA Disposition Services; however some Army Accountable Supply Officers may impose a charge to end users. 
Q. Who pays for transportation?

A. DLA Disposition Services pays for all transportation costs for property that is requisitioned by a DoD customer. At times, when the property’s shipping cost exceeds the value of the property, DLA Disposition Services may request a “mission essential” statement.
Q. Who actually ships the property?

A. The Local Transportation Management Office.  In addition, a customer can always choose to pick up the property.

Q. Who can receive range property from DLA Disposition Services?

A. Any of the military services, to include Army, Marines, Navy, Air Force, and any DoD customer.

Q. What is Record Status Code-W (RSC-W).

A. RSC-W is a code that indicates the property’s current stage of processing. “W” means that the property is a DEMIL required item pending Demilitarization at one of the four Demilitarization Centers in CONUS. The Demil Centers are located at Anniston, Crane, Tucson, and Oklahoma City.
Q. Who does the actual requisitioning for property in RSC-W?

A. Someone from DLA Disposition Services (usually the PORTA team lead) will have to manually input the requisitions for your unit with proper authorization from the Accountable Supply Officer, who will provide the requisition numbers and all required information.
