State Coordinator’s Compliance Review of Law Enforcement Agencies-How does LESO Headquarters recommend these reviews be conducted?
Q.  Do LEA’s have to be visited in order to meet this requirement and if so how many agencies must be visited annually (percentage)?

A.  LESO Headquarters recommends that the State Coordinator (or a representative) visit 10% of the state’s LEA’s annually to meet the compliance review requirement of the MOA.

Q.  Can State Coordinator’s send out representatives from outside the agencies to conduct compliance reviews?

A.  Representatives of the State Coordinator may conduct the compliance reviews.

Q.  Can audits or signed inventories from LEA’s cover this requirement?

A.  No.  Audits and signed inventories are helpful, however, they do not meet the requirement of ensuring the terms and conditions of the MOA are met.  Physical visits of the LEA are required.

Audit trail requirements:
Q.  Are signed DD Form 1348-1A’s showing property receipt from the DLA Disposition Services Site mandatory for State Coordinator files or can other methods such as 103 tracking logs or annual LEA signed inventories cover this requirement?
A.  LESO Headquarters recommends that signed DD Form 1348-1A’s showing property receipt be maintained in the State Coordinator’s files to ensure the audit trail is complete and readily accessible.
